* Both Weeds (Tares) and Wheat are ripe, but there are serious differences that require their separation:


Wheat and weeds are identical at the beginning


At the end, weeds stand tall, turn black and very ugly


Wheat turns its heads downward.  (which pictures humility)




As wheat grows upwards, it dies downwards.


Wheat grows through the seasons and is harvested annually. 


The weeds meanwhile are poisonous, a natural emetic
